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My name is Chiara Kuhlmann, I am 16 years old and I live in Senden near Münster in Germany. To find about how my family lived during World War I, I talked to my grandmother and my aunt, the mother and the sister of my father.In my grandmother’s house I found some sources from my ancestors, such as photos and documents.To start with there is a collection compiled by my grandfather about all the data of soldiers who were killed in action in World War I. Two of  the 76 soldiers from Senden who were killed were my great-granduncles.The first of them was called Heinrich Kemper and he was a granduncle of my mother. He wasborn on 10 February 1895 in Senden and he died on 31 March 1916 in field hospital no. 2 in Paniewicz in Russia because of a lungs disease.The other one was called Josef Kuhlmann. He was a granduncle of my father. He was born on23 April 1895 in Senden and he died on 1 April 1918 in field hospital no. 48 in Nesle (Somme) in France. The collection also includes a picture of Josef Kuhlmann and a picture of his grave.Furthermore, there is the military paybook of my great-grandfather Bernhard Kuhlmann. He started his military service on 23 June 1918.The last thing I found is a textbook printed in 1917. It is a book for catholic schools and it includes a chapter about the course of World War I from 1914 to 1916.
Sources and memories from World War I
In my grandmother’s house I found some sources and documents from World War I. Most oft them are data and pictures about some of my ancestors who fought in World War I.

 To start with there is a collection of data about all soldiers from my hometown Senden who died in war as soldiers. This colletion was compiled by my grandfather. 76 soldiers from Senden were killed in action, seven are missed and two died because of their injuries after the war at home. Two of those 76 soldiers from Senden killed in action were my great-granduncles.

 The first oft hem was called Heinrich Kemper, who was a granduncle of my mother. He was born on 10 February 1895 in Senden and he died on 31 March 1916  in field hospital no.2 Paniewiecz in Russia because of a lungs disease.

 The other one was called Josef Kuhlmann. He was a granduncle of my father. His birthday was on 23 April 1895 in Senden. He died on 1 April 1918 in field hospital no.48 in Nesle in France. 

 In this collection I also found a picture of Josef Kuhlmann and pictures of his grave in Manicourt / Somme in France.

 Furthermore there is the military paybook and a photo of my great-grandfather Bernhard Kuhlmann who also fought in World War I. He was born on 3 November 1898 in Senden and he started his military service on 23 June 1918. 

 The last thing I found is a textbook printed in 1917. This “Realienbuch“ is a book for catholic schools in North Rhine-Westphalia. This book has a chapter about the course of World War I from 1914 to 1916.
